Before assembling, prepare tools and materials: rubber mallet, PVA
glue, sandpaper, brush, and waterproof wood sealant. Treat all parts
with sealant to protect against moisture. All parts are numbered by
engraving.

Bowls must be stainless steel: diameter up to 12 cm, rim wider than
12 cm. Secure them with waterproof adhesive or sealant to protect
them from theft.
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Fill the gap between walls with crumpled paper or fabric for insulation.

Now follow the instructions, referring to the diagrams.

Begin by connecting part 01.01 to part 01.01-01
as shown in Figure 1. To ensure a stronger
bond, apply PVA wood glue to the joining
surfaces. The set includes four identical sets of
these parts, and each set should be assembled
in the same manner. Next, attach part 02.01 to
part 02.02, following the illustration in Figure 2.
Once all connections are complete, you will
have four corner leg supports and one central
cross-shaped support.

Refer to Figure 3 for a visual representation of
the final assembled structure.

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Place part 00.01 onto the corner leg supports
and the central cross-shaped support, aligning
them at the connection points. For a secure fit,
apply a thin layer of PVA wood glue to the joints
(see Figure 4). If the parts do not fit easily,
gently tap them with a rubber mallet or the back
of a screwdriver, and sand any rough edges if

needed.

Next, attach the interior walls: parts 00.05,
00.06, 00.07, and 00.06-01 to part 00.01,
following Figures 5 and Fig. 6. Ensure all

elements fit snugly.

Finally, connect two parts 04.01 with part 04.02,
as shown in Figure 7, and secure the joints with

PVA wood glue.

Place the assembled arch part onto the base,
carefully aligning them at the connection points
(see Figure 8). For a secure fit, apply a thin layer
of PVA wood glue to the joints. If the parts do not
fit easily, gently tap them with a rubber mallet or
the back of a screwdriver.

Next, attach the wall (part 00.06-02) to the base
00.01 (see Figure 10).

Then, install the exterior walls of the house:
parts 00.02, 00.03, and 00.04 onto the base
00.01 (see Figure 11).

After that, place the inner roof (part 00.09) onto
the interior room wall, as shown in Figure 12.

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Figure 13 shows the house in an intermediate
stage of assembly. Following the diagram in
Figure 14, assemble the bowl holder by
connecting parts 03.01 with parts 03.02. For a
secure fit, apply a thin layer of PVA wood glue to
the joints.

If the parts do not fit easily, gently tap them with
a rubber mallet or the back of a screwdriver. If
necessary, sand the edges of the parts with
sandpaper to remove any burrs and ensure a
snug fit.

Install the resulting assembly 03.00 into the
corresponding slots, as shown in Figure 15, and
secure it in place. Be sure to apply PVA wood
glue to the joints when installing the bowl holder
to create a permanent structure.
